I.  CALL TO ORDER 
The meeting was called to order by Shawn Leonard, Chair, at 7:40 p.m.  Pastor Crown led a study of Psalm 15.
II.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The report of the minutes of the May 9th meeting were approved with one change to correct the spelling of Pastor Draeger’s name.
III.   TREASURER UPDATE
The Assistant Treasurer-Designate, Jim Bartlett, has begun learning the system.  There was no report from the Treasurer at the meeting.

IV.   MEDICAL INSURANCE FOR THE NEW VICAR

Burt Endsley reported that he suggested to the Vicar-elect, Dan Grams, that he might be able to find medical insurance at a cheaper rate than what he has on the District plan through his wife’s employment.  His current plan is very costly.  There is time to do some cost-comparing since the plan lasts until the end of August.  Burt reported that the Vicar-elect has no pre-existing medical conditions.

V.   GENERAL BUSINESS

· Since there were no objections, Shawn announced that the date for the continuation of the Congregation Planning Meeting would be Saturday, July 8th.  It was announced that anyone wanting to be on the e-mail distribution list for the council minutes should send an e-mail to Anne.Taddey@medcenter.stanford.edu, to give Anne their e-mail address.  
· Burt stated that he is going to circulate a list of all the suggested improvements to the garth area and ask if people have any additional projects to suggest.  He hopes to have the list ready by July 8th, 2000.

· Shawn showed the council a notice from the district, which is selling or giving away furniture from the Christ the Victor Church, Foster City.  No action was taken.

· Vic Hesterman mentioned that there would be a work party at Trinity on Saturday, July  17 at 9:00 a.m.

· Burt stated that the signs are high on the list of projects to complete.

· There was discussion on maintenance projects.  There was a suggestion to have a box somewhere into which requests for maintenance could be dropped, which the Maintenance Committee would consult whenever they had some time.

MOTION:
Upon motion duly made, seconded, and unanimously carried, the Board of Maintenance will create a form for recording and prioritizing maintenance requests, and a process for handling the requests.

VI. PASTOR’S REPORT TO THE COUNCIL

Pastor Crown invited donations for the University Lutheran Chapel in Minneapolis whose funding is being gradually eliminated, in spite of the fact that it has sent 25 men to the seminary.   

Former member Tom Taylor is going to Kirgyzstan for 3 ½ weeks to teach English as a Second Language.  Pastor Crown asked if the congregation could help with his fare.

MOTION:
Upon motion duly made, seconded, and unanimously carried, Trinity will contribute $500, subject to the approval of Pastor Crown and the Board of Missions and Evangelism, towards the expenses of Tom Taylor’s trip to Kirgyzstan.

Pastor George (Hilbert) Riemer will preach at Trinity on Sunday, July 30th.  The Riemers will need lodging so the vicarage will be made available to them.  Since it is their 40th wedding anniversary Pastor Crown has asked some of the ladies of the congregation to organize a luncheon in the Riemer’s honor, to take place after the 11 o’clock service.

Pastor Crown reported that he spent money out of the Board of Education budget for the purchase of 40 copies of “Lutheran Parent” and a wall map for locating congregation members, which will go in the anteroom of the church office.

Rudy Schroeter and Pastor, as members of Lutheran Brotherhood, have to meet and discuss how to replenish the Needy Family Fund in such a way as to get matching funds.

Richard Holding has donated a ceiling fan for the Trinity Room, and it needs installation.

It was decided that after Vicar Walker leaves the vicarage should be surveyed to see if it contains everything a married couple will need.  It was stated that the church should hold a “pantry” shower for the new vicar.

Pastor asked the anniversary committee to try to combine the annual picnic with any anniversary observane they might propose for Sept. 24.  Carol Leonard has designed a Sunday bulletin for the next Sunday, honoring the 75th anniversary.

The church received a letter of thanks from the Resell-It Shop, for Trinity’s contribution of clothes, in aid of Seminary students.

VII.   OTHER BUSINESS

Vic Hesterman mentioned that the picnic plans should be decided so as to reserve the picnic ground.

MOTION:
Upon motion duly made, seconded, and unanimously carried,  it was decided that the picnic be held on September 24, the anniversary date, and that Trinity reserve a place at Foothills Park, or, if the first choice is not available reserve a place at Mitchell Park.
VIII.   ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 9:20 p.m. with a prayer by Pastor Crown.
