
COUNCIL MEETING

December 11, 2001

The meeting was opened at 7:40 p.m. with a study of Psalm 33. Present were Pastor Crown, Vicar Mayes, Vic Hesterman, Shawn Leonard, Donn Parker, Burt Endsley, Eric Krugler, Jim Bartlett, Stephanie Newland, Michele Price, and Tom Bindewald (presiding).

The minutes of the previous Council Meeting were read and accepted.

Pastor’s report

Members have mentioned that the Narthex is dirty on Sunday mornings. It was decided that a broom and dustpan should be kept in the Narthex closet. Tom volunteered to purchase them.

Pastor encouraged participation in Hotel D’Zinc.

The microwave in the vicarage is malfunctioning. Pastor has placed his own microwave in the vicarage, but Trinity should purchase a permanent replacement.

Empty alcoholic beverage bottles have been dumped along the parking lot fence. This is not the first incident. Much discussion about possible solutions followed, and the general consensus was that neighbors and the Police should be contacted.

Treasurer’s report (presented by Jim Barlett)

Jim has presented 2 alternatives to Pastor for Pastor’s retirement housing fund:

· 403b – Trinity can contribute directly to this, but it is managed and directed by Pastor.

· Synod’s Equity Housing Program – more complex to set up, and Trinity must manage the fund until Pastor leaves Trinity.

3 new funds have been opened in the accounting system:

· Music Fund

· Organ Fund

· Education Fund – for spendable distributions from the Wang endowment.

Motion:

The treasurer is directed to distribute 4.5% interest to the permanent restricted funds this year. No interest will be distributed to the General Fund, and  the balance of the accumulated interested should be distributed on a prorated basis to all temporary restricted funds over $1000.

Passed unanimously

According to IRS records, Trinity has accumulated a tax liability of ~$6000. The liability is comprised of missed tax payments and penalties. It is not clear whether the IRS records are accurate. An ad-hoc committee, Jim, Burt and Bill Mills, will investigate.

Motion:

The Treasurer is directed to reduce the General Fund by the tentative tax liability, ~$6000, and create a separate account under liabilities with the monies for the purpose of settling with the IRS.

Passed unanimously

Maintenance report (presented by Burt Endsley)

· Gutters are not completed yet.

· Ron Hall and his window installation expert will look at the parsonage windows tomorrow. Ron and Burt will also look at the foundation/stucco interface.

· Bulletin boards will be ordered tomorrow.

New business

The County Board of Elections would like to use the Parish Hall for voting during the elections in March and November of the year 2002. 

Motion:

Approve County Board of Elections request to use the Parish Hall for primary elections in March 2002 and general elections in  November 2002.

Passed unanimously
Natasha Fong would like Trinity to hold room 12 until she resumes teaching. It was informally agreed that Trinity should give her the right of first refusal if we decide to rent the room to another individual or organization.

Burt, who has been investigating insurance rates, mentioned that the District Fund insurance quote is slightly lower than the quote from our current insurer, Church Mutual, but it is only fixed for 1 year. On the other hand, the Church Mutual quote is fixed for 3 years.

Burt also mentioned that Workers Compensation insurance will cost about $1130 per year.

Burt also mentioned that he is looking into increasing Trinity’s general liability insurance coverage to $5million.
