Pastor’s report

Martin Berndt has been doing lots of good work (maintenance) around the church.

The Church roof leaks in 6 different places.

Kitchen remodel work will begin in February and take 5-6 weeks to complete.

Every-member-visit (EMV) is wrapping up; the final report is due at the end of the month.

After EMV, Pastor will work on developing a multi-year stewardship plan.

Pastor and Vicar met with Pastor Terry Chan to discuss the proposed Chinese Mission Society. Pastor is acting as the liaison between the Circuit and Pastor Chan. Pastor Chan is proposing a new mission society paradigm in which the called worker acts as a consultant to congregations and the congregations themselves perform the actual work.
