Board of Maintenance

The Board is working on getting anestimate for earthquake proofing Trinity’s buildings.

Treasurer

The IRS has granted Trinity relief from $2,700 of civil penalties. It is not yet known if we will need to pay interest or the other penalties that have been levied.
