Pastor
· Rev. Roberts of LHF will speak at Bible study on March 19th and preach.

· A portion of the new Easter paraments should be finished by Easter.

· The 2006-2007 vicarage application has been sent in.

· The Board of Stewardship has created a pamphlet on the new Endowment Fund; the pamphlet will appear in next month’s bulletins.

· Because the application to the Higher Things conference was late, it is doubtful that Trinity youth will be able to attend. Hosting our own retreat is being considered as an alternative. 

· Sally Treadway and Laura Barton Holding are planning an event for June 24th to celebrate St. John’s day along with the 80th anniversary of the congregation.

· Pastor Schufreider was installed at Pacifica.

· St. Paul Mt. View will probably extend a call soon.

· The heater in the parsonage needs to be replaced.

· The Board has already overspent the 2006 budget by $3,000.
