Vicar

· VBS still needs more staff. 36 students have signed up so far (project for 50, based on past attendance). Materials not ordered yet.

Treasurer

· Clarification needed on payment for guest speakers (who pays and how much?). In the past, Trinity has paid for transportation, housing, and speaking. (Costs have been approximately $1,500, but there is nothing in writing prior to engagement.) Contract forms are available, but haven’t been used. 

· Income is below budget by approximately $10,000. Last year it was approx $2,200. We need to increase plate offering substantially. 

· More counters needed for tally of offerings.

· Form for nonprofit status for Trinity Church needs to be signed and filed (occurs once every two years). This document is signed by those who hold responsible positions  (Treasurer, President, Pastor).

Committee on Kitchen Remodel

Several options have been considered, with intent of keeping costs within budget. Moving the bathroom to the other end of the parish hall would be cost prohibitive. Remodeling existing space without removal of walls appears to be the most feasible at this point.
