Old Business

· The Voters have accepted using the LSB.
· The Luther Rose is finished; an additional $200 was spent to recolor the sculpture.

· The design of the Lenten parament set is almost complete. The Elders have approved sending Carol Leonard to Maine to talk directly with Almy before production.

· The new LSB’s cost ~$4,500. The Council agreed that monies for the hymnals will come from the Memorial Fund.
· The annual planning meeting will be moved to the fall, closer to the budget planning time.
